	The new Viking oats were bred by Svalof Weibull of Sweden and developed by ProGene Plant Research for North America.  Viking growth characteristics are similar to traditional type oats in the same class as Monida or Otana with the more open seed head and white seed.


	Viking’s advantages over Monida oats come from considerably better lodging resistance and enhanced yield potential.  The striking appearance of Viking with its denser foliage and darker green color is a further bonus with the variety.


	Viking’s improved agronomics leads to easier crop management in addition to the stronger yield capability.  Together they set a strong recommendation for using Viking when production plans call for a Traditional type oat.
