     Pacifica was bred and developed by ProGene Plant Research.  Pacifica is the first semi-leafless stand-up pea with edible appearance like Columbian.  The seed is more uniform than Columbian in both size and color, plus the seed is slightly larger.  These characteristics coupled with a strong yield advantage, high pod set and strong powdery mildew tolerance have attracted considerable interest in Pacifica.  Production of this variety for edible purposes will be confined to the Pacific Northwest.  


     Plant height of Pacifica is slightly taller than Ariel and Cruiser with maturity being one day later.  Pacifica has adequate standing ability and because of high pod set offers good ease of harvest.
