Summary:     When the objective is Mid-Boot silage with higher quality for the lactating cows, the TRICAL 815 has been a top performer.   TRICAL 815 also matches quality with higher mid-boot tonnage and earlier maturity.   When good fertility is provided TRICAL 815 produces good tonnage and maintains higher protein with earlier maturity than TRICAL 102.  Triticales in general not only handle manure and lagoon water well but thrive on it.
TRICAL 103BB is the new totally awnless winter triticale.  Its maturity is between that of Trical 102 and TRICAL 815.  TRICAL 103BB is yield competitive at all stages of silage and at hay harvest with strong protein.  It also works well in intensive grazing programs and reaches grazing stage faster than TRICAL102.  We have also learned that TRICAL 103BB has preferred palatability over all other triticales for grazing cattle.

When Late Boot silage is the objective the Trical 102 surpasses both the Trical 815 and the Trical 103BB.  This is an excellent choice when tonnage is primary objective.  TRICAL 102 is also the most durable of the triticles with the deepest root system.
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
